Directions to the Lisbon Fairgrounds

From Route 11: Exit at the Lisbon Exit SR 154 & turn west on 154 toward
Lisbon (the Lisbon Inn will be on your right) Continue into Lisbon for 2.2
miles. At the traffic light of SR 30 & 45 turn right onto SR 45 and proceed
for .3 mile and turn right onto SR 517 / 164. The Fairgrounds will be on
your left. Enter at the second drive and you will see the Jr. Fair Horse Barn
# 22 first & the Draft Horse Barn #19 will be down the hill & to the right. If
it is dry, park your trailers on the grassy are in front of the draft horse barn &
below barn #22.

From the Turnpike: Exit at the 232 exit and take SR 7 south. At the light
turn right onto 164, at the next light turn right onto SR 165. Continue on
165 to SR 46 (light) turn left onto 46 & continue until you getto SR 11 (4
lane highway) Go south on 11 & then follow the directions as above.

There will be 1 bale of straw in each stall

To Stone Gate Farm: Turn right out of Fairgrounds for.1 mile. Turn left
onto SR 45 & proceed for .4mile to SR 30. Turn right onto 30 heading west.
Two miles out of Lisbon bear right onto SR 172. In approximately 5 miles
you will turn right onto Whinnery Rd. (only goes right) Proceed for .8 miles
and turn left onto Schneider Rd. (only goes left and it is the first road past
the stop sign) Stone Gate Farm is a _ mile on the left. You will pass the
drive to dressage & stabling; go the top of the hill & turn into the drive just
past the house. If you miss Whinnery, not to worry, continue straight to SR
9 & turn right & Schneider Rd will be the first road to your right (only goes
right). The farm will be _ mile on the right.

To Cross Country: Proceed as above but about 3 _ miles after you get
onto 172 you will come to a fairly major intersection at the bottom of a hill
where the opposing traffic has a stop sign. This is Depot Rd. or Col. Co.
410. Turn right & proceed for 2.8 miles to Winona Rd. and turn left (it only
goes left) The Huffman Farm, 33351 Winona Rd. is _ mile up the hill on the
left just before you crest the hill with a little beige house at the end of the
drive Itis the first drive past Richards Moving & Storage.

Parking will be extremely tight at Huffman’s
