Notes to Competitors:
Welcome to the Stone Gate Farm Mini Trials and the 25th Birthday of Stone Gate Farm.  We’re happy to see so many new competitors and many ‘regulars’.  Please read the information below and even if you have been coming here for years please read as we have changed a few things.
· We are happy to announce that we will be using Start Box scoring again this year.  Go to  http://eventingscores.com/eventsu/sgf/ht0611/     for:

· Entry Status (most people who entered on line need to bring a signature page & coggins) 
· Start times & stabling assignments will be available on Thurs.  The overall schedule is posted now.
· Results can be accessed anytime during the competition by going to the above link.  Be sure to send the link to family and friends who won’t be coming with you so they can keep up to date on you results.  If you have an air card and a laptop or an phone with internet you can check your scores anywhere anytime.  Scores will be posted under the awning of the camper near stabling and in the small metal building in the middle near the day parking. 

· Please note: The drive to stabling is ONE WAY!  DO NOT drive in the neighbor’s hay field!  They are generous enough to allow us to use their drive, please don’t jeopardize that by driving in their field. We are going to try to leave the drive open during dressage (we did this last fall and it worked quite well) as a convenience to competitors and to keep horses off the cross country course as much as possible.  However we have a few requests:
· if there is a horse doing their test in Ring 2 (closest to the drive) please wait until their test is completed before going down the drive
· it is requested that people get to and from the warm up through the pasture/cross country course especially if you have a dog or child in tow ;)
· those who are in the day parking field are asked to access the warm up are via Schneider Rd. 
· Raffle Prizes: each entry will have a chance for a raffle prize and be eligible for a Grand Prize drawing at the end of the season in celebration of SGF’s 25 birthday!.

You can click on the satellite button and get satellite photos of the area.  You’ll have to play around with it a little to zoom in or pan east or west, but hopefully it will be useful. 
· Satellite Map of the farm will help you find your way around the farm. Please refer to the map on the website so you know where you are going. For those who have been coming for years may want to check out the map as well as you will are getting to and from the dressage warm up differently than in years past. 
· For those who are coming to Stone Gate Farm for the first time; the drive to stabling is at the bottom of the hill past the house and the Stone Gate Farm sign.  DO NOT pull in the drive unless you’re stopping to pick up packets.  In which case you’ll park in the field to the west of the house.

· Stable area map to help you locate your stall(s) and parking (which will be tight)
· Cross Country maps 
· Stadium maps will available at check in 
· Cross Country Schooling on Sat from 10:00 - 3:00.  Check in at the house to pick up a pinny, sign a waiver and pay if you have not already done so

· Riders must have a ground person, must wear an approved & properly fitted helmet, and it is requested that you wear a medical armband.

· DO NOT jump Training # 3 & 4 or Beginner Novice & N 3 as they go into the hay field that we are trying to preserve the alfalfa. 

· Please use common sense & be courteous of other horses and riders.  

· It is NOT necessary to jump the same fence repeatedly.   No one should NEED to jump a fence more than 3 times.  Remember; your horse only has so many jumps in him, let’s not waste them.

· Competitors briefing will be at the house @ 3:30

· Stalls MUST be stripped or the $10 check deposit will be cashed.  ALL bedding will be STRAW
· ASTM/SEI Approved helmets MUST be worn anytime you are mounted

· Riders must be members of the new NEOMTA in order to be eligible for year end awards

· ALL divisions will be going directly from Show Jumping to Cross Country.  Please plan on riding Show Jumping in your Cross Country attire.
