Before the Competition

Work Days: Any day before the event can be a work day, as there is always something to do. However, the

week before is crunch time and the following jobs are usually done on these days:

Weekend Before: general work days

Monday: prepare stalls

Tuesday: set dressage rings & flag & number the cross country courses

Wednesday: set the stadium course

Thursday: “fluff ‘n stuff day” (decorate the cross country course)

Stabling cards & take bedding to off grounds stabling (if necessary)

Friday: final preparations & airport runs to pick up officials
